he first humanoid creatures emerged in East Af-

rica some 2.5 million years ago. About 1.2 milli-
ii on years ago, humanlike beings came to Europe

via the Balkans.

The oldest discovered settlement of hominid cre-
atures in Central and Eastern Europe is located
in Ukraine. Hand axes and scrapers made from stone
and bones dating back more than 1.1 million years
were discovered at a site near the village of Korolevo
in Transcarpathia. Flint tools and the bones of the
steppe elephant, the Etruscan rhinoceros, the giant
deer, hyenas etc. were found at a 400,000-year-old
site near Medzhybizh in Khmelnytsky Oblast (region).
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
